· To be able to read some of the common exception words.
· To be able to segment and blend decodable words including polysyllabic words and words containing adjacent consonants. 

	YEAR 1 Word Reading

· To be able to read new words correctly by blending the letter and letter group sounds that have been taught.

· To be able to read words that have more than one syllable using sounds.

· To be able to read contracted words e.g. I’m, we’ll and I know the apostrophe replaces the missing letter or letters.
· To be able to read words quickly and accurately without sounding out and blending.

· To be able to use the sounds I know to decode words automatically to aid fluency when reading.

· To be able to recognise alternative sounds for letters or groups of letters.
· To be able to read words containing two or more syllables that contain sounds that have been taught.

· To be able to read most words containing common suffixes e.g. hikes, hiked, hiker, hiking.
· To be able to read most common exception words.

· To be able to read aloud many words quickly and accurately.
· To be able to re-read books, sounding out new words correctly to improve speed and confidence.

	YEAR 3 Word Reading

· To be able to read with fluency a range of age-appropriate text types
· To be able to read at a speed sufficient to focus on understanding.

· To be able to use my phonic knowledge to decode quickly and accurately (may still need support to read longer unknown words).
· •To be able to apply my growing knowledge of root words and prefixes, including in-, im-, il-, ir-, dis-, mis-, un-, re-, sub-, inter-, super-, anti- and auto- to begin to read aloud.

· To be able to apply my growing knowledge of root words and suffixes/word endings, including -ation, -ly, - ous, -ture, -sure, - sion, -tion, -ssion and -cian, to begin to read aloud.

· To be able to read further exceptions words including those that do not form regular patterns.

· To be able to read most words fluently and attempt to decode any unfamiliar words with increasing speed and skill.

· To be able to read all Y3/Y4 exception words, discussing the unusual correspondences between spelling and these occur in the word.

	YEAR 5 Word Reading
· To be able to read most words fluently and attempt to decode any unfamiliar words with increasing speed and skill, recognising their meaning through contextual clues. 
· To be able to apply my growing knowledge of root words, prefixes and suffixes/ word endings, including -sion, - tion, -cial, -tial, - ant/-ance/-ancy, -ent/- ence/-ency, - able/-ably and -ible/ibly, to read aloud fluently (detailed in word lists in the NC Spelling Appendix).
· To be able to read most Year 5/6 common exception words discussing the unusual correspondences between spelling and sound and where these occur in the word. 

	YEAR 6 Word Reading

· To be able to read fluently with full knowledge of all Y5/ Y6 exception words, root words, prefixes, suffixes/ word endings (detailed in word lists in the NC Spelling Appendix) and decode any unfamiliar words with increasing speed and skill, recognising their meaning through contextual cues.
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
