Art- In Art we are going to be looking at mark making. We will show control when using chalk and string to draw lines, respond to music and use our knowledge of language and literacy to describe lines. Finally, we will produce drawings that display observational skill, experimenting with a range of lines and mark making.

  
How am I making History?
Autumn 1
English-
Phonics and Reading- This half term we will be following Little Wandle Year 1 Autumn 1 Phonics Lessons. The children will also have 3 focussed reading sessions a week with their reading book which they will then take home on a Friday. 
Writing- This half term we are going to be writing labels, lists and captions. We are going to be focussing on using our phonics sound knowledge and finger spaces. 

Maths- In Maths we are going to be focusing on our numbers to 10. and addition within 10. We will be counting forwards and backwards, finding one more and one less and comparing numbers of objects. We will also be learning how to use the part-whole model within 10 to solve basic problems including addition and subtraction to 10. 



Science- In Science, we will learn how to name objects and identify the materials they are made from. We will recognise that objects are made from materials that suit their purpose. We will recall that a property is how a material can be described. We will be working scientifically by sorting objects based on the materials they are made from. Finally, we will group objects based on their properties and suggest ways to test materials for their properties.
Indoor PE -In Indoor PE our lessons are based on Gymnastics. We are going to learn how to lift, carry and use gymnastic apparatus safely. We are going to learn how to travel safely in different ways, at different speeds and levels. 
We will learn to jump safely on the ground and onto and from equipment. We will learn how to put contrasting movements together to make sequences that they remember, repeat and perform. We will think about why we exercise and consider each other’s performances, evaluating and improving our own work.
Outdoor PE- In Outdoor PE our lessons are going to be focussed on ball skills including throwing and catching, dribbling and kicking. 


History- In History, we are going to order photographs correctly on a simple timeline. We will become familiar with the terms ‘before’ and ‘after’. We will explore why memories are special and name four events that they celebrate throughout the year. We will use key vocabulary to compare the present, the past and possible changes in the future.


Computing- In Computing we are going to be looking at E-safety. We will also be learning about mouse skills, how to log in and navigate around a computer and how to click, drag, and control the mouse cursor effectively.
  How to use simple software tools to create digital artwork, such as drawing shapes, story scenes, and self‑portraits.
 


Indoor PE -In Indoor PE we are going to have a focus on Dance. We will learn Dance vocabulary with language such as mirroring, improvisation, canon and unison. 
Outdoor PE- In Outdoor PE we are going to be focussing on team building, they will work individually, in pairs and small groups in a variety of games. 

Maths- In maths we are going to be continuing to practise our addition and subtraction within 10. We are going to be learning the names and properties of basic 2D and 3D shapes. We will also be starting to learn our addition and subtraction within 20. 


Science- Our topic this term is Seasonal Changes. We will be looking at the four seasons and identifying how the weather changes across the seasons. We will look at how trees change and recognise that daylight hours change across the seasons. Finally, we will plan and carry out a weather report, labelling a map of carry out a weather report, labelling a map of the UK with capital cities and weather.

DT- In DT we are going to explore whether a mechanism is a side-to-side slider or an up-and-down slider and determine what movement the mechanism will make. We will clearly label drawings to show which parts of their design will move and in which direction. We are going to make a picture, which meets the design criteria, with parts that move purposefully as planned. Finally, we will evaluate the main strengths and weaknesses of their design and suggest alterations.

English-
Phonics and Reading- This half term we will be following Little Wandle Year 1 Autumn 2 Phonics Lessons. The children will also have 3 focussed reading sessions a week with their reading book which they will then take home on a Friday. 
Writing- This half term we are going to be writing captions, instructions and a basic recount. We are going to be focussing on learning how to use capital letters and full stops in our writing.  







Geography- We will be naming and locating the four countries on a map of the UK. We will identify the 4 seasons, describe seasonal changes, identify the 4 compass directions and use them to describe the location of features. We will describe weather patterns in the UK and choose appropriate clothing for the seasons. We will begin to locate the 4 capital cities of the UK.

	Computing- In this unit, pupils explore algorithms through unplugged activities. They give and follow step-by-step instructions, learning that order matters. Children practise sequencing, decomposing tasks, and debugging by spotting and fixing errors.
