 English: Year 4 pupils will be developing their reading and writing (including punctuation, spelling and grammar) by going on learning journeys which are linked to high-quality texts. In the first half of the term, we will be focusing on ensuring that children have confidently grasped key punctuation and grammar which has already been taught in previous years. After half term, we will be writing a range of fiction and non-fiction texts linked to our class reader ‘Charlie and the Chocolate Factory.’ We will then write a non-fiction text based on how children’s lives have changed. 

	
Maths: 
In Maths lessons, Year 4 pupils will be learning about: place value, addition and subtraction and multiplication and division.
We will begin by covering the following objectives:
· Identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations. 
· Recognise the place value of each digit in a four-digit number (thousands, hundreds, tens, and ones).
· Round any number to the nearest 10, 100 or 1,000.
· Count in multiples of 6, 7, 9, 25 and 1,000. 
· Identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations.
· Order and compare numbers beyond 1,000.
· Read Roman numerals to 100 (I to C) and know that, over time, the numeral system changed to include the concept of 0 and place value.


Computing:
In computing we will be learning:
· about how to keep ourselves safe online
· computer systems and their networks
· how to programme using Scratch 
We will also be using our Chromebooks for research purposes across a range of subjects. We will also be using to complete JDO projects.


Topics: 
Geography: Where does our food come?
&
History: How have children’s lives changed?







Science: We will cover two topics this term:
Animals: Digestion and food
We be learning to:
· describe the simple functions of the basic parts of the digestive system in humans.
· identify the different types of teeth in humans and their simple functions.
· construct and interpret a variety of food chains, identifying producers, predators and prey.
Energy: Electricity and circuits
· identify common appliances that run on electricity
· construct a simple series electrical circuit, identifying and naming its basic parts, including cells, wires, bulbs, switches and buzzers
· identify whether or not a lamp will light in a simple series circuit, based on whether or not the lamp is part of a complete loop with a battery
· recognise that a switch opens and closes a circuit and associate this with whether or not a lamp lights in a simple series circuit
· recognise some common conductors and insulators, and associate metals with being good conductors
Art and Design: We are going to be learning to:
· draw using tone to create 3D effect
· explore how combining lines and mark making can show texture and tone in drawings
· understand proportion by observing how it is used in artwork
· understand what is an effective composition in art
· apply an understanding of texture, tone and proportion in a drawing 
In DT we will be learning about mechanical systems. We will be making slingshot cars. 
· To produce an accurate, functioning car chassis.
· To attempt to reduce air resistance through the design of a shape.
· To produce panels that will fit the chassis and can be assembled effectively using the tabs they have designed.
· To conduct a trial accurately and draw conclusions and improvements from the results




PE: The children will be doing PE on Wednesdays with Mrs Flaherty. The children will be having PE lessons with Surrey Cricket on Fridays. Swimming will start after half term.



 

RE:  We will be starting with the topic ‘Creation and Covenant’ which explores how Abraham and Sarah trusted God.



 History
We will be learning about how children’s lives have changed. We will be able to: 
· identify the continuities and changes to children’s lives using a range of sources
· investigate why Tudor children worked and what working conditions were like
· research and record the working conditions of Victorian children using reports and images
· evaluate Lord Shaftesbury’s significance to children’s lives.
· explore the changes in children’s leisure time using a range of sources
· investigate the diseases children caught and their treatments in the Tudor and Victorian periods



Geography
We will be learning about where our food comes from. We will be able to:
· explain the impact of food choices on the environment
· understand the importance of trading responsibly
· describe the journey of a cocoa bean
· to map and calculate the distance food has travelled
· design and use data collection methods to find out where our food comes from 







Homework:
· English: English homework will be given out every Friday and due in the following Friday.
· Spellings: Children will get a spelling list each Friday to revise for a test the following week on Friday morning- this may be subject to change and an email will be sent out if this changes 
· Reading: Your child should be reading every night and be working through their reading diaries with help from an adult at home. Please ensure your child keeps their reading book and diary with them at school, as they might have an opportunity to read with an adult at school. 
· Maths: Maths homework will be given out every Friday and due in the following Friday. This may be consolidation of Maths objectives they have covered that week or involve the practising times tables. 
Times Table Rockstars: Times Table Rock Stars is an engaging approach to recalling times table facts quickly and accurately. Although it will help them prepare for the Multiplication Check in June 2026, this isn’t the main purpose for more of a focus on times table knowledge. In almost all areas of Maths in Year 4 and above, times table knowledge is key for children being able to understand and master new concepts (equivalent fractions for example). They will be set ‘sessions’ for homework on alternate weeks to complete at home.
