Why is our World Wonderful?
YR 2 Autumn 1
Geography- In Geography, we are going to be identifying and locating characteristics of the UK on a map. We will be looking at the human and physical features of the UK. We will explain the difference between oceans and seas and locate them. We will use aerial photos and create simple sketch maps. Finally, we will collect data and present our findings.  

Maths- In maths we are going to be focusing on our numbers to 100. We are going to start off by adding and subtracting using a number line. We are going to be practising our place value and understanding the value of each number (e.g 32 – 3 tens and 2 ones). We are going to be learning our fact families (e.g 13+7=20, 7+13=20, 20-7=13 etc). We are also going to be learning about the properties of 2D and 3D shapes, including symmetry.  



PE – In Indoor PE we will be completing the Get Set for PE Dance Unit. We will be exploring how to travel, and we will be putting different movements together to create sequences. We will be evaluating the performances and thinking about how to improve our own work. We will be focusing on ball skills in our outdoor PE sessions.

English-
Spelling and Reading- This half term we will be continuing to use Little Wandle to use our phonics to blend for reading and spell using known digraphs. The children will also have 3 focussed reading sessions a week with their reading book which they will then take home on a Friday. 
Writing- We are going to be focussing on writing a letter and a character description. We are going to be working on our handwriting using Letter join, as well as our sentence structure, remembering a capital letter, full stop, conjunction (joining word) and adjectives in our sentences. 



Art-We will be developing a range of mark making techniques, creating texture and drawing from observation. We will be identifying how artists use tone and control shading. We will refine a drawing by building up outlines and explore ways of adding moods to photographs.

Computing- In Computing we are going to look at E-safety, we will be learning about what information should be kept private online.  Our first topic is What is a computer? Looking at how inputs and outputs work.


Science 
In science we will learn about habitats. We will recall life processes and how they apply to plants and animals. We will match different plants and animals to their habitats. We will explore how animals use their habitat for food and shelter. We will also learn about food chains and will classify ‘objects into alive’, ‘never been alive’ and ‘was once alive.’
