Year 1 – Spring 1 Curriculum Overview
Religious Education (RED Curriculum)
Galilee to Jerusalem: Children will learn about Jesus’ life and ministry through key Gospel stories, discussion, reflection and creative activities.
English – Writing
Writing lessons will be based around traditional tales. Children will practise writing simple sentences, using capital letters, full stops and finger spaces correctly. They will use adjectives to describe characters and settings and use the word ‘and’ to add extra detail. Children will be encouraged to spell words using phonetically plausible attempts based on their phonics knowledge.
English – Reading & Phonics (Little Wandle)
Phonics and reading are taught daily following the Little Wandle programme. Children read fully decodable books matched closely to their phonics stage, supporting fluency, confidence and comprehension.
Mathematics 
Children build secure number knowledge through place value within 20, addition and subtraction within 20, number bonds and comparing numbers. Learning is supported using practical resources and pictorial representations.
Science 
Sensitive Bodies: Children identify basic parts of the human body, learn how to keep healthy and understand the importance of personal hygiene and self-care.
History 
How Have Explorers Changed the World? Children learn about significant explorers, why people explore and how explorers have helped us learn more about the world.
Art 
Painting and Mixed Media: Colour Splash. Children explore colour mixing, experiment with paint and mixed media and develop confidence using materials.
Physical Education (Get Set 4 PE)
Team Building unit: Develops communication and cooperation. 
Invasion Games: Focus on throwing, catching, movement and spatial awareness.
Year 1 – Spring 2 Curriculum Overview
Religious Education (RED Curriculum)
Desert to Garden: Children learn about Lent, Holy Week and Easter, exploring themes of change, forgiveness and new life through stories and reflection.
English – Writing
Children continue developing sentence writing skills linked to traditional tales and familiar stories. They apply punctuation consistently, expand sentences using adjectives and conjunctions and build confidence as writers.
English – Reading & Phonics (Little Wandle)
Daily phonics teaching continues alongside regular guided reading sessions, focusing on blending, fluency, expression and comprehension.
Mathematics (White Rose Maths)
Children continue addition and subtraction within 20, extend place value to 50, explore measurement and count in 2s, 5s and 10s while solving simple problems.
Science (Kapow Primary)
Animals: Comparing Animals. Children identify and name animals, group them by features and learn what animals need to survive.
Geography (Kapow Primary)
What Is It Like Here? Children learn about their local area, use simple maps and geographical vocabulary and identify human and physical features.
Design & Technology (Kapow Primary)
Textiles: Puppets. Children design and make a simple puppet, learn basic joining techniques and evaluate their finished products.
Physical Education (Get Set 4 PE)
Gymnastics: focuses on balance, control and movement. 
Target Games: develop accuracy, coordination and aim.
