A English:
Year 4 pupils will be developing their reading and writing (including punctuation, spelling and grammar) by going on the following learning journeys which are linked to our History, Geography, Science topics and our Guided Reading texts. 
In Guided Reading will be reading ‘The Boy at the Back of the Class.’ 

	
Maths: 
In Maths lessons, Year 4 pupils will be learning about: multiplication, division, area, fractions and decimals.
We will begin by covering the following objectives:
Solve problems involving multiplication and addition to multiply two-digit numbers by one digit, integer scaling problems and harder correspondence problems.
Multiply two-digit and three-digit numbers by a 1-digit number using formal written layout.
Find the area of rectilinear shapes by counting squares. 
Estimate, compare and calculate different measures, including money in pounds and pence.
Count up and down in hundredths; recognise that hundredths arise when dividing an object by one hundred and dividing tenths by ten.
Recognise and show, using diagrams, families of common equivalent fractions.
Add and subtract fractions with the same denominator.
Recognise and write decimal equivalents of any number of tenths or hundredths.
Solve simple measure and money problems involving fractions and decimals to two decimal places.











Topics: 
Who lives in Antarctica?
What changed in Britain after the Anglo-Saxon invasion?
Computing:  
We will be continuing with our JDO global online projects.
We will also be coding using the program Scratch. We will then be learning about website design.




Science: 
Classification and changing habitats
During this term we will be learning about classification and changing habitats. We will:
· group living things in different ways
· make and use classification keys
· recognise and describe different habitats and their inhabitants
· recognise the impact that humans can have on habitats
· recognise the impact that natural disasters can have on habitats
States of Matter 
Compare and group materials together, according to whether they are solids, liquids or gases.
Observe that some materials change state when they are heated or cooled, and measure or research the temperature at which this happens in degrees.
Identify the part played by evaporation and condensation in the water cycle and associate the rate of evaporation with temperature.








RE: We will be starting with the topic ‘Gailee to Jerusalem’ and then ‘Desert to Garden.’



 Design and Technology: Textiles – fastenings
We will be:
· Identify the features, benefits and disadvantages of a range of fastening types.
· Write design criteria and design a sleeve that satisfies the criteria.
· Make a template for their book sleeve.
· Assemble their case using any stitch they are comfortable with.



Art: We will learn how light and dark create form by using tints and shades, and use proportion and composition to draw and paint a still life that looks realistic and balanced.

	


Geography: We will be learning about how latitude and longitude link to climate, and the physical and human features of polar regions with links to the explorer, Shackleton.  
History: We will be developing an understanding of why people invaded and settled, learning about Anglo-Saxon beliefs and the spread of Christianity, and assessing the contribution of the Anglo-Saxons to modern Britain.
PE: During indoor PE pupils will be swimming on Wednesday morning.  Children will also be continuing to learn and will be doing gymnastics with Mrs Flaherty on Tuesdays.

Homework:
· English: Topic/English homework will be given out every Friday and due in the following Friday.
· Reading: Your child should be reading every night and be working through their reading challenge diaries with help from an adult at home. Please ensure your child keeps their reading book and diary with them at school, as they might have an opportunity to read with an adult at school. 
· Maths: Maths homework will be given out every Friday and due in the following Friday. This will alternate between consolidation of Maths objectives they have covered that week, or practising times tables. 
· Spellings: Children will get a spelling list each Friday to revise for a test the following week on Friday morning. 
Late homework: If children forget their homework they will be granted an extension until the following Monday (thereby giving them a whole weekend to get it done). If they still don’t hand homework in on Monday, then they will be asked to complete the homework at lunchtime in homework club with their class teacher. 
Times Table Rockstars: Times Table Rock Stars is an engaging approach to recalling times table facts quickly and accurately. Although it will help them prepare for the Multiplication Check in June 2026, this isn’t the main purpose for more of a focus on times table knowledge. In almost all areas of Maths in Year 4 and above, times table knowledge is key for children being able to understand and master new concepts (equivalent fractions for example). They will be set ‘sessions’ for homework on alternate weeks.
