Writing
We are beginning the term by exploring Rudyard Kipling’s ‘Just So Stories’ to inspire our own narrative writing. Later on, we will be using our class-reader ‘Letters from the Lighthouse’ to influence further writing.
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Maths
We will be continuing our learning using White Rose Maths, this term. This will begin with algebra and ratio, before continuing onto decimals and percentage.
RE
We will be continuing to follow our RED learning, this term. Our learning now moves on to the New Testament and we begin by exploring the miracles within John’s Gospel.
Reading
This term we are reading ‘Letters from the Lighthouse’ by Emma Carroll. This historical novel is beautifully written and will allow us to explore our comprehension skills further.
Science
Our first topic of this term is Evolution and Inheritance. This includes examining the work of Charles Darwin and different adaptations.

Art and DT

Computing
