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Religious Education (RED Curriculum)
To the Ends of the Earth: Children learn how Jesus’ message spread after Easter, including the Ascension and Pentecost. They explore how the disciples shared the Good News and how this continues in the Church today.
English – Writing
Children continue to develop sentence writing skills. They focus on using capital letters, full stops and finger spaces accurately. They begin to use conjunctions such as “and” and “because”, include adjectives to add detail, and re-read their writing to check it makes sense.
English – Reading & Phonics (Little Wandle)
Daily phonics sessions continue with a focus on Phase 5 consolidation and preparation for the Phonics Screening Check. Children practise decoding, blending and reading with increasing fluency and confidence.
Mathematics (White Rose Maths)
Children explore multiplication and division, fractions, and begin learning about position and direction. Learning is supported through practical resources and visual representations.
Science (Kapow Primary)
Introduction to Plants: Children identify parts of plants, understand what plants need to grow and observe seasonal changes. This includes a visit to Wisley Gardens to enhance learning through real-life experiences.
Art (Kapow Primary)
Sculpture and 3D: Paper Play. Children explore shaping and constructing with paper, creating 3D forms and developing their creativity and fine motor skills.
Computing (Kapow Primary)
Creating Media: Digital Imagery. Children learn how to take and edit digital images, exploring composition and simple editing tools.
Physical Education (Get Set 4 PE)
Outdoor: Athletics – developing running, jumping and throwing skills.
Indoor: Dance – continuing the dance unit focusing on movement and expression.





Year 1 – Summer 2 Curriculum Overview
Religious Education (RED Curriculum)
Dialogue and Encounter: Children learn about living in a diverse world, respecting others and understanding that people have different beliefs. They explore how we can live well together.
English – Writing
Children build on their sentence writing by improving accuracy and independence. They continue to use capital letters, full stops and finger spaces consistently, extend sentences with conjunctions and adjectives, and begin to write short sequences of sentences.
English – Reading & Phonics (Little Wandle)
Phonics continues with consolidation of Phase 5 and support for any gaps following the screening check. Reading focuses on fluency, expression and understanding.
Mathematics (White Rose Maths)
Children explore place value within 100, money, and time. They develop problem-solving skills and apply their understanding in practical contexts.
Science (Kapow Primary)
Making Connections: Children revisit prior learning and make links across scientific topics, developing their understanding of how science applies to the world around them.
Design & Technology (Kapow Primary)
Cooking and Nutrition: Making Smoothies. Children design, make and evaluate a smoothie, learning about healthy ingredients and food preparation.
Computing (Kapow Primary)
Data Handling. Children learn how to collect, record and interpret data using simple digital tools.
Physical Education (Get Set 4 PE)
Outdoor: Striking and Fielding Games – developing coordination and teamwork.
Indoor: Yoga – focusing on balance, control and mindfulness.
